Re Flu Vaccine Consortium 2008
I am pleased to advise that we have now received the tenders to supply the Greater Manchester Flu vaccine consortium for 2008.

Following discussions with SMCC, Stockport’s Practice Based Commissioning organisation, Stockport LMC is pleased to announce that it has once again chosen Solvay and Wyeth as preferred suppliers for the forthcoming flu season and I have attached a schedule showing the details of their offer. 


As in past years, the consortium’s choice of supplier has been based on the following criteria:

· Choosing two suppliers whose supply chain is not linked.

· Best combination of profit to GP and NHS price

· Suppliers track record

In addition, we have looked to minimise PBC prescribing costs with our SMCC colleagues by agreeing a rebate of 89p per Solvay Influvac vaccine purchased which will effectively save the PBC prescribing budget 48p per dose. 

This means that Stockport LMC’s preferred supplier for 2008 is Solvay who will offer their Influvac vaccine. Net income to practices after assuming a dispensing fee of £2.34 per dose will be £5.52 per dose plus the agreed rebate of 89p per dose making a total of £6.41 per dose. Wyeth will be the consortium’s secondary supplier and their Enzira vaccine which will also give a potential net income to practices of £6.41 per dose but will cost Practices PBC budget 48p per dose more that the Influvac / Rebate arrangement. 
Once again, Solvay and Wyeth have indicated that they would prefer to take orders directly from practices. Their respective Call Centres / Representatives will therefore begin to contact practices in the very near future. Practices should make sure they know which supplier they have placed an order with as a small number of practices placed duplicate orders last year with both suppliers.

As in previous years practices can either place their order with one supplier or split their order between the two suppliers.
