Recommendations accepted by the Manchester Prescribing Strategy Group

Red List – those drugs which GPs should not normally be asked to prescribe

· Octreotide – for unlicensed indications

· Beta-interferon

· Growth hormone (adults) except in proven primary & secondary hypopituitarism

· Infertility drugs (except clomiphene) Menotrophin, Chorionic Gonadotropin, Follitropin alfa & beta, Urofollitrophon, Nafarelin, Buserelin. 

Already contained in assisted conception unit contracts & private prescribing not included on the NHS (ref National Plan).

· Low molecular weight heparins – Enoxaparin, Dalteparin, Tinzaparin – for DVT

· Goserelin - for precocious puberty & unlicensed indications

· Tobramycin 
· Interferons with Ribavirin for chronic hep C
· Anti-emetics. Ondansetron*/Tropisetron/Granisetron
· Infliximab/Etanercept for RA

· HIV drugs including anti-virals

· Mycophenolate mofetil

· Normal immunoglobulin for itp and home treatment programmes

· Desferrioxamine

· Pamidronate disodium

· Clozapine

· Methotrexate parenteral formulations 

· Erythropoietin for renal patients – transferred to the red list after virement

· A general rule that IV drugs are not considered appropriate for primary care prescribing

*It is noted that there are occasions when ondansetron is prescribed by GPs after discussion with consultants in exceptional circumstances.

Amber list – those drugs which GPs might reasonably be asked to prescribe provided that the conditions outlined in the HA’s prescribing specification were fulfilled, including mandatory provision of a shared care protocol.

Green list – those drugs, usually long established and often initiated in primary care, with which GPs are likely to be familiar

· Pancreatin

· Atypical antipsychotics- Olanzapine, Quietiapine, Amisulpiride & Risperidone after initiation by specialist.

· Exemestane

· Cabergoline/Ropinirole/Pramipexole but after initiation by specialist
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
